Registration fee
The conference will take place w.e.f the evening of June 11 until June16. Please choose your registration fee according to the chart below. The registration fee includes all three meals and coffee breaks, hotel accommodation, ISfTE membership fee, cultural tour, local transportation including airport pick-up and drop, and all specified events during the seminar.

In addition to the conference registration fee, every visitor to Bhutan is required to pay a Sustainable Development Fee (SDF) of US$ 200 per day to the Bhutanese government. The total amount of the SDF is determined by the number of days you will stay in Bhutan. Your SDF must be paid in advance in order to receive a Bhutan visa. Therefore, your SDF must be paid together with your conference registration fee. For example, if you are coming from the USA, only for the conference arriving on June 11 and leaving on June 17, you will need to pay the conference registration fee of US$1400 plus the SDF of US$1200, for a total of US$ 2600 to the College bank account.

Bhutan visa
All foreigners must obtain a visa, except for citizens of Bangladesh, Maldives, and India (must obtain a permit before visiting Bhutan). Once you have paid your registration and SDF, the Organising Committee (OC) will send you a visa application form. The OC will apply for a visa from the Bhutanese government on your behalf after you remit payment for both the registration fee and your SDF. At the time of the visa application, the OC will pay your SDF to the government. A visa to enter Bhutan will be granted only after the government has received your SDF from the OC, a process that will take about two weeks from the date of your payment. You will receive an electronic visa that will be emailed directly to you. 
If you would like to stay longer than the conference duration of June 11–16 wishing to have a deeper sensing journey in Bhutan, the OC can assist you to plan your additional stay. The cost of your additional stay is subject to the number of days and choice of lodging and other associated costs. The additional cost of the SDF at US$ 200/day also applies for any extended stay you choose. Please email us at isfte2023.pce@rub.edu.bt  so that we can assist you. 
Flights to Bhutan
Only after receiving your Bhutan visa should you book your flight to Bhutan. Because of the time needed to secure your visa, it is best to register as early as possible. Also, registration closes on 5th May. 
The city of Paro where the seminar will be held has air route connections with many neighbouring nations/cities including India (Delhi, Kolkata, & Bagdora), Thailand (Bangkok), Nepal (Kathmandu), Bangladesh (Dhaka), and Singapore. Flights arrive daily operated by two airlines, Druk Air (www.drukair.com.bt) and Bhutan Airlines (www.bhutanirlines.bt).
